20th January 2005

Present: Dave Irving, Colin Williams, Wayne Spooner, Paul Oliver, Mike Smith, Anthony Spooner, Jamie Oliver, Paul Coleman, James Trostler, Stuart Gates, Richard Bland, John Fillingham, Nathan Maycock, Kevin Howard, Simon Philips.

Apologies: there were no apologies offered.

Re-election of the committee: after the committee was officially disbanded the election of the new committee began, Election of Chairman. We received only one nomination from Dave Irving and after a unanimous show of hands and proposed by Wayne Spooner and seconded by Stuart Gates Dave was re-elected as chairman.

Election of Vice Chairman.  We received one nomination from Paul Oliver; Paul was duly elected as Vice Chairman Proposed by Colin Williams and seconded by Dave Irving.

Election of Treasurer. Again we received one nomination from Colin Williams, Colin was elected as treasurer and proposed by Dave Irving and seconded by Paul Coleman.

Election of Secretary. We received one nomination from Wayne Spooner. Wayne was re-elected as secretary and proposed by Colin Williams and seconded by James Trostler.

Election of Press Officer. This is a new role for the club and we received a nomination from Richard Bland. Richard was proposed by Colin Williams and seconded by Anthony Spooner and also received a full show of hands.

Election of Junior Representative. We received one nomination from Paul Coleman. Paul was proposed by Colin Williams and seconded by a unanimous show of hands.

Election of general committee members. We had two nominations for general committee members James Trostler and Stuart gates, both were elected and received a full show of hands.

Chairman’s Report: the club has gone from strength to strength over the last year, with increasing numbers of new members. We have also run two race series, which went very well, and overall the quality and standard of driving has also improved. Marshalling has also got a little better but we still have a little more to do in this area.

Treasurer’s report: the club established its new name in January when the club officially transferred the funds from Burton Model Car Club into Kettering Model Car Club. The signatories are Dave Irving (Chairman) and Colin Williams (Treasurer). The current funds in the clubs new bank account is a healthy cash balance of £1254.56 this is generally broken down into a cash balance of £574.56 with an outstanding debt of £680, payable to the William Knibb centre for room hire.

We have had several key purchases last year these include windscreen banners a new carpet set and the sale of the old carpets new AMBrc system and the club also purchased prizes for the autumn championship series.

We have also had donated to the club over the last 12 months the following items.

1. 30 trophies donated by John Fillingham and Angie Dixon.

2. A laptop donated by Colin Williams.

3. An inkjet printer donated by Dave Irving.

4. A Hoover donated by Wayne Spooner.

We have also done a future Forecast /Budget based on the numbers attending race meetings this projects a growth of additional income of around £1500 during 2005.

Race fees will remain the same for the following year, this is £5 for club membership £10 BRCA registration and again £4 per race evening with £1 returned if you help pack away the track at the end of the evening.

We will be purchasing another 5 personal transponders for any existing or new members in the future.

We are also looking to set aside a sum of around £1500 for future carpet replacement.

Proposed changes to the club constitution: the 1st issue is crystals, all members must have a minimum of at least 3sets this will stop all of the problems we currently have with drivers changing their set on the heat lists but is not informing race control and it will make it easier to police on a race evening.

2nd general racing, all drivers must tidy up on their race craft this includes not leaving the rostrum if you damage your ride. The marshals will attend to you car and if possible fix the fault but if this is not possible the car will be removed from the circuit. Also the race area will only have drivers racing on the rostrum and marshals in the racetrack area.

3rd issue was Tyres we will only allow treaded tyres these can be t27s carpet dragons etc no slicks rally blocks or mini pins and NO Additives of any description will be allowed.

4th was the introduction of a minimum ride height of 5mm and no sharp objects protruding underneath the car. This also includes the body shell, it means we can prolong the wear of the race carpet and we will be implementing this in the next couple of weeks.

5th was the 27T motors and it was agreed that racers can either use bushes or bearings they will both be accepted.

Any other business: we will be looking into the possibility of integrating all formulas for example f1 + f2 = f2 + f3 to race together this should help some of the less experienced drivers to gain race knowledge and also give them a chance of competing with the top drivers which normally only comes after months of driving and learning.

Changes to the Formula gradings were discussed and agreed based on the 2004 autumn series results.

Championships for 2005 were discussed and it was agreed that we would run a “mini championship” in the spring; best 6 results from 9 races and a “full championship” in the autumn again best 8 races from 12. The current gradings will stand for the year and then the gradings will be reviewed on both the 2005 series results for change in 2006.

19T stock motors were discussed but as a committee decision this was turned down with a majority of hands as it is just two fast for our venue.

We are also planning to hold a further 2 endurance race meetings probably to be held on the 1st April and 16th September. The rules and organization of these events will be discussed at the next committee meeting. 

We are primarily a 1/10th touring car club but we may be Looking to include 1/18th if we get enough interest.

We have also had the idea of driver numbers to be placed on the cars just like formula one this seems to be a good idea and we will be following it up in the near future.
