Matters Arising: A couple of changes to the club constitution were raised.

1. Section 7: Child Protection, the club recognises that it has a duty of care to children and young people involved in model motor sport from harm, and we have adopted the same policy operated by the B.R.C.A, all currently elected committee members have been issued with the policy and guidelines to promoting good practice with young people.

2. Membership fees have been adjusted to keep the cost of members the same as last year BRCA £12 Club Fees £3 Making it a very good and inexpensive club to join and race in.

3. Section 1: item 10, Drivers on the rostrum must stay on the rostrum until the race or heat is over and must be courteous at all times whilst racing, NO Shouting or Swearing or Intimidation to other drivers.
4. Section 5: 27t motors the bushes changed to bearings, Treaded rubber tyres only will be allowed and No additives will be allowed, and a minimum ride height of 5mm beneath the vehicle chassis and no objects protruding.

Treasurers Report: Club funds are in a healthy balance with around £2000 currently in the bank, and only a few hundred pounds to pay out for room hire.

We are looking to make an investment in new carpets and we have just bought a new laptop to run the club updating older equipment and the upgrade of the RC Timing programme, we are also looking to replace the track marking in the near future.

Any Other Business: Audio Equipment was raised and we are looking into the replacement of the speaker-system; as what we currently use is not very good.

Tony Spooner suggested the club purchased a basic club tool kit to loan out on race evenings, and we are also looking to provide a few basic items like motor brushes and possibly a small amount of tyres. This was seen as a good practical idea and should be considered. He also suggested the club provide a basic fully running car and radio set for newcomers to try out to see if they liked our sport before investing in their own, this again was seen as a good idea and one we shall provide in the future.

We are looking into club Tee-shirts and Cap with a KMCC logo that is being designed by Jamie Oliver, this will be at a reasonable price and we hope will promote the club at any outside events.

The Race series this year will again be over two series the best 5 out of 8 rounds to count the first series will start on the 31st March for 8 weeks and the second series will start around the 12th December. We have also agreed we will be doing trophies and end of year prizes we will let you know later in the season.

We will be looking at General and website advertising to promote the club and sport possibly to include the fact that a good selection of drivers will be taking part in the STCC this year and we will see if the Evening Telegraph will do a spotlight on the club. We are looking in to using an independent race controller, or small group of non- racing persons who could do this task on a rota basis. To run the meetings, we will keep you posted. 

Reverse on speed controllers will be discouraged and eventually stopped as if marshals attend to the car on the track and it moves on he will be less likely to marshal the car in the future, it also causes other drivers to make mistakes as someone is on the track obstructing the view and could cause damage to himself or the equipment.

We are looking into grant funding from KBC we will update you in the future.
